Iowa wildfl owers invite bees,  
songbirds, butterfl ies, and other “critters” to our 
gardens. Prairie wildfl owers and grasses make 
excellent gardening and landscaping plants. By 
planting Iowa natives, you can help preserve these 
unique species, create wildlife habitats and enjoy a 
beautiful, environmentally sustainable garden.

Native prairie plants are perfectly suited to grow 
in Iowa because they are low maintenance and 
minimize the need for pesticides, fertilizers, and 
supplemental watering -- all tremendous benefi ts 
to the environment. Native plants help build the 
soil, improve water quality, help the land absorb 
and store water, reduce storm-water surges and 
fl ooding, and provide year round beauty. Once 
established, native plants do not require fertilizers, 
herbicides, pesticides, or supplemental watering.
